


Audio Input Devices (AID)

Since VCOM is a native IP communication solution, analog wireless intercoms, 2-way radios, speaker stations (squawk boxes), etc. must be 
converted to IP through an AID.  The AID usually mounts in the same rack as the network switch (for cameras) and accepts up to 16 analog      
devices. The Audio Input Devices (AID) are normally located on the refuel floor, drywell & other areas with deployed analog communications.
